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We compare the etymologically related wosdsindsuch(English);saandsadan(Danish); ando
andsolch(German) and suggest a possible derivation. Icdngparison, a number of similarities
and differences have to be accounted for crosshtigally: the syntax, (pre- or post- indefinite
article), the modification (whether an AdjP or a/NP is modified) and, in Danish and German, the
morphological agreement.

In the case o$o/sa/soEnglish and Danish differ from German in teatsamay only modify an
AdjP, while Germarsomay also modify the DP/NP. In the casesoth/sddan/solcianish and
German differ from English in that adjectives agme@phologically with the noun, but they differ
from each other since, in German, only attributidgectives, and not predicative adjectives, must
agree, unlike Danish where both must agree (ViR0é1). Danish and German both allow
inflectedsadan/solcho follow the article. Englissuchdiffers fromsadan/solchn that it may only
precede the indefinite article and may only modify DP/NP (Bolinger 1972, Wood 2002).

We discuss two possible syntactic derivations, ipegd raising (e.g. Corver 1997, Bennis, Corver
& den Dikken 1998) and XP movement from an attil®itdjective position within the nominal
(e.g. Matushansky 2002).
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
